Usage

CD-recvr.exe  -d -<n> #<XX> <input_file_name> <output_file_name>
-d key signals utility to display Disclaimer statement;

-<n> n is decimal number (1..65535) of retries to be done to read one block of data;

-<XX> XX is hexadecimal code (00..FF) of symbol by which ‘bad’ data area will be

filled. If not specified, contents of last read block area will be used to write as ‘bad’ data;

<input_file_name> can be relative or absolute path to existing file on the CD;

<output_file_name> can be relative or absolute path to the file to be created;

Utility should be run from the command prompt (cmd.exe), so please go to ‘Start’ menu, then to ‘Run…’, enter ‘cmd’ in the text box and press OK. Although, if utility will be run from desktop, it will display help message and wait until user will not press space bar (or any other key).

Usage Hint

If you see that CD can’t be read by utility (many retries, too much time or too less time reading takes) press space bar. After prompt, please eject CD, and let it cool for a while. After internal parts of CD-drive and CD will cool down, insert CD and try operation again. It was noted that if components are hot the ability to self-recover errors is decreasing.
