Usage

You will need to review disclaimer agreement and accept the terms before using this program.

1. Select source file to cut from Files menu;

2. Select output file path to save it to from Files menu;

3. In Sizes menu, set input file position pointer (initial is a beginning of the source file) and select chunk size to cut out;

4. Use Process menu’s Go operation  to start cutting.

Output file will have the same name as source one with extension of character ‘c’ with current volume number in hexadecimal representation (i.e., “c0”, “c3e”). It will be put to the location selected as output path in File menu.
When Go operation is completed, input file pointer is not reset, volume number is increased by 1. Thus, you can do Go  operation again to cut next chunk of source file with specified chunk size. As source file has reached its end, you are not able to perform Go operation any more.

Usage Hints
In Miscellaneous menu you can:

1. change system of notation to enter number in Miscellaneous menu. Choices available are Decimal and Hexadecimal.

2. change volume number;

3. Launch calculator.
